ATIS is not updated? If you tune to 132.35 (SDM) after
normal tower operating hours, they will advise youuoet|
to 122.2, FSS or en-route frequencies. Why not look ir
Airport /Facility Directory (AFD) for the nearestrport to
your destination? You may find that there is an Auteuhat
Surface Observing System (ASOS) or Automated Weather
Observing System (AWOS) listed for that facilityhéfe is
usually a telephone number and occasionally a VHF
frequency listed. In our immediate area, only Ramona

/



AWOS has frequency (132.025) as well as a telephone
number (760-789-0736) listed, the rest have ASOS
telephone numbers shown.

The ASOS facility at Brown is located about 100 yards
NNW of the numbers on 8L and provides current weather up
to the minute 24 hours a day. Telephone number is (619)
661-8297 and may be a little low on volume, especially for
us with impaired hearing, but it is a reliable source for
current weather information. Observations are auticma
computer generated, as opposed to ATIS which are based on
human observation in the vicinity of the tower and may be
up to an hour old.
