San Diego specifically for the purpose of flying passesger

| immediately signed up. | had flown on the Eureka once
before about a year before and the flight was outabdi@hd.

It somewhat retraced a Zeppelin flight from the 1930s when
the Navy flew them out of Moffet Field. Our flight toais

over Alameda, to Alcatraz, then over and along the @®olde
Gate bridge, past San Francisco and returning to the
Oakland airport. It was such an awesome experience |
jumped at the chance to do the same over San Diego. This
time, | brought three friends along.

Our tickets were for the one hour-flight that departedaBro
Field at 3:25pm on April 3rd. It was mostly sunny that da
with only partial clouds and mild and variable winds.
Because we had to arrive early for our flight, we gotde

the previous flight land and depart. When it was our turn,
and after our safety briefing and operations review, we
boarded a van that took us past the EAA 14 hangers to a
loading point on the old Charlie taxiway. There we Hasv
great airship make its approach from the east and touch
down right on the taxiway. It was amazing that sucirgel
ship needed no ground crew at all. At 246 feet long and a
volume of almost 300,000 cubic feet, it's a third larger than
current flying blimps. The ease as which it flew and
maneuvered is such a change from the early days of flying
Zeppelins and even current blimps. When it was time, we
had to board the airship while the previous flight's
passengers unloaded, so it would remain properly ballasted.
Two by two, they unloaded and we loaded.

12 passengers fly on Eureka along with two pilots. The
cabin is very spacious and the oversized windows allow
everyone a great view. When everyone was bucklegish (
like any aircraft, we had to be seat belted for takentf a
landing), we took off, ascending almost straight up to

several hundred feet then translating to horizonigthtfl As
soon as we were away from the airport, we could taks
our seatbelts and began moving about the cabin. We
down the 905 highway heading west towards the ocean
we turned north over the Imperial Naval air statiod #ew
between 1I-5 and the coastline. One of my favorite Sipo
the Eureka cabin is the aft window and bench seataissq
it slopes outward, you can sit and look straight dg
watching the world go by below. Very cool. We contin
at a leisurely pace heading north until we passed ove
Navy shipyards and the south end of the city of San D
The view of the city kept everyone glued to the windg
From this perspective, you see so many details that
cannot by any other mode of flight. And because we fle
only 1000 feet and at only 35 miles per hour, the two c
door windows could be opened and we could stick our h
outside. Many took advantage and snapped some am
photos.

We loitered over San Diego for 15-20 minutes, then
turned around and retraced our flight back to Brown F
It was over long before anyone wanted to return and.
But the crew had a treat in store for this flight. eThght
following ours was a long two hour flight up the coast#g
Jolla, so we would have to land and refuel. This requ
that we mast as we landed. Again, this was done w
skeleton crew, as the airship is very maneuverable.
When we were back at the passenger terminal building
toasted our flight with a little champagne and saieviel
to our crew. It was another amazing experience andher
I highly recommend, if you get a chance. What's n
